Commissioner Elder called the regular meeting of the Roseburg Library Commission to
order at 4:02 p.m. on January 21, 2025, at the Roseburg Public Library, 1409 NE
Diamond Lake Blvd., Ste. 100, Roseburg, Oregon and electronically via Zoom.

ELECTION OF VICE CHAIR

Commissioner Tassano moved to elect Mandy Elder as Vice Chair. The motion was
seconded by Commissioner Lindell and approved with the following vote:

Monthly Statistics

Director Wiley reported that library use was down in December compared with
the rest of the year, which was expected because of the holidays. The library
circulated 8,652 items, 38% of which were digital.

The library logged 79,482 visits in 2024, a 12% increase over 2023.

Commissioner comments and questions included whether annual reminders are
sent out to library card holders regarding account renewals.

Director Wiley confirmed that notifications are sent out.
Programming

Director Wiley reported 41 youth logged 700 books and 15 adults logged 135
books in the Winter Reading Program. Youth received a free book and small
treasures. Adults received a free book.

The Americans and the Holocaust exhibition and programs were successful with
450 people visiting the exhibition and 210 people attending five programs.

The library will host the Letitia Carson exhibition in April and May. Carson was a
Black Oregon homesteader who transitioned from enslaved woman to landowner
and lived in the Myrtle Creek area.

The library hosted an in-person/Zoom/Facebook Live program with Oregon
author Eileen Garvin on January 16. Seventeen people attended in person, two
people were on Zoom, and eight people were on Facebook Live. This was the
first time the library hosted this type of program, and it was so successful the
library will consider repeating it.

The library will host Oregon author Victor Lodato on Thursday, February 13 at
6:30 p.m. Thanks to the Friends of the Roseburg Public Library, the first 20
attendees will receive a copy of Lodato’s latest book, “Honey.”

Librarian Ropp reported the Winter Reading Program was not as big due to the
Holocaust exhibition happening at the same time, December Storytime was well
attended, attendance increased to 45 people on Wednesday and 21 on
Thursday, and multiple classrooms visited in December. Plans for summer
programming includes 6 presenters, Eugene Museum exhibit, comedian,
magician, and hula hoops. The Lego program time was moved to 5:30 p.m.
based on feedback from the community.

Commissioner comments and questions included whether the play kitchen has
been set up and storage space.

Librarian Ropp confirmed the kitchen was purchased with money from a grant by
The Ford Family Foundation and is currently set up for use. This week we set out
food, next week we will set out little aprons, and it has the ability to switch to a
veterinarian clinic, restaurant, or coffee shop.

Director Wiley clarified there is storage in the attic and space is shared with the
Douglas Education Service District.

Grants Update

Director Wiley reported the library received $3,687 in Ready to Read grant funds
from the State Library of Oregon. This is an annual award, and the library uses it
to fund staffing during the Summer Reading Program.

The Douglas County Library Foundation granted the library $30,000 for digital
and physical collection materials.

The library will submit a $2000 grant to the Douglas County Cultural Coalition for
Summer Reading Program special performers.

The library submitted the final report to the C. Giles Hunt Charitable Trust for a
$15,000 grant that funded collection materials and giveaway books during the
2024 Summer Reading Program.

Commissioner comments and questions included appreciation for all the
coordination and work by staff and volunteers to plan and set up exhibits, excited
about the digital magazine subscription options, and feedback about magazine
subscriptions.

Director Wiley clarified the feedback regarding magazines is in the statistics, and
the numbers are really good.
