2.34.090, by failing to adequately separate her personal opinion from City Council
position in the matter of an unsheltered camp on General Avenue Roseburg using
social media to publically express her opinion and the result of that public posting
caused a significant group of people to believe Council was intending and
recommending unsheltered people establish an unsheltered person camp on General
Avenue, on City owned property. Further, that the social media post caused such
consternation by residents of that area, Councilors and Staff were required to
repeatedly attempt to calm the public’'s concern, additionally, Councilor Hicks was
recommending folks violate municipal ordinance regarding criminal trespass and illegal
camping.

Approved to impose sanctions for Councilor Hicks’ violation of Council rules, Municipal
Code 2.34.090, by removing all travel funds for Councilor Hicks, except the annual
League of Oregon Cities Conference, and removing her as Chairperson of the Historic
Resource Review Commission.

Approved to have sanctions effective immediately until December 31, 2020.
